Corvettes:

'69 Corvettewas purchased in early 1999 in
Florida. It was a real basket case but had
lots of potential. The car was born in
October of 1969. Should it not be a 1970?
Yes, except that year there was a strike at
the factory and they made 1969 cars all the
way through December. This makes 1969
models some of the most plentiful around
and 1970’s harder to find. This unique
combination of production overrun along
with special availability of the new LT-1
engine motor parts gave the original owner
the opportunity to make this Corvette
somewhat special.

The LT-1 engine option would not be put
into a Corvette by the factory until January
of 1970, but the engine parts were available
through the dealer in late 1969. The car was
ordered as a base 350/300 car but was
upgraded to the LT-1 engine by swapping
the Rochester Carb with a Holley, an
aluminum vs steel intake manifold,
standard heads for the ‘Fuelie’ or HiPo
heads and the all important new cam shaft
and solid valve lifters. These changes
added 70 horsepower to the car. The owner
wasn't finished yet. He had the stock side
exhaust replaced with the performance
Hooker headers. A big block model had
nothing over this car in the performance
department. The only factory options on
this car were the radio (a waste of weight
and money) side exhaust, power steering
and the M-22 transmission. All this makes
this Corvette a rare item, with less than 40
known to have been upgraded by dealers .
The car has been completely restored. The
body was done first and the Monza Red
paint still looks like it was just sprayed
today....9 years later. The interior is also

red and was restored at the same time.

Many of the interior pieces are original.

The seats were changed many years ago and
it is very hard to find 1969 originals so the
1976 seats were recovered to look like stock
1969 seats. The prominent Corvette interior
company that made the custom covers said
they had not done this application before, so
that makes another unique item to this car.

The car performs great. While the top end
isn’t as high as you would expect, it gets to
the top really fast. With the headers and
side pipes it sounds as good as it goes.
Handling is also great as it has had some
suspension modifications along the way
along with an engine transplant. The ZZ4
motor that was installed in 2003 delivers
over 400 hp and torque at the rear wheels.
All the restoration modifications have also
reduced the car’s weight by over 400
pounds, further enhancing its performance.
The original, numbers matching motor now
sits on an engine stand, so the car is
technically still a numbers matching car.

While this car has many rare and valuable
components to it, it has lived a really busy
life. The car has 243,000 miles on it and the
body has never been off the frame. Itis a
certified member of the mid-America high
mileage club. While the car is not driven
nearly as much now due to its increasing
value you will see it occasionally at a local
autocross. After all, it is a Corvette!
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1999 Corvette This car was born in
October, 1997, 28 years after the 1969’s
birthday. It joined the family in January
of 2006 after being discovered at Adcox
Chevrolet. It only had 6350 miles on it!

This car is, for the most part, a base
Corvette. The biggest option was the
purchase of the 2 tops. Itis Torch Red
with a Firethorn Red interior. It is this
combination that sets this car apart from
almost every other Torch Red Corvette.
Firethorn Red as primarily intended as an
interior choice on White, Red, Black and
Silver cars. There were a total of 1400 +
Firethorn Red interior cars made in 1998,
but less than 150 were paired with Torch
Red paint.

Except for the rims, exhaust tips and
battery, this car is totally stock. It now
has 34,000 miles on it, some of those
miles coming from various autocross
events and the occasional trip to Road
Atlanta and Barber Motorsports Park..

Like all C5’s, this car drives wonderfully
and just loves all the great mountain
roads in the Sequatchie Valley.

Do | have a favorite? Can you love one
child more than another? The 1969
involved a large effort to restore and the
effort has resulted in numerous trophies
in many states. It was lots of fun to drive
but it does not have the refinement of the
1998. Unless there is a tragedy of some
type | have the luxury of not having to
pick one over the other, | plan on keeping
both for a very long time.

place on your C6 that is prone to
catch small gravel. | have noticed it
on mine and feel that | take pretty

good care of my vettes and I'm
particular of where | drive them.

Look at the seam between the rear
fender and rocker panel and you
may see some small pieces of
gravel. The gravel can be removed
by removing the torx screw that
secures the fender to the black inner
fender. Pull the fender out gently
and with a small flat blade
screwdriver wrapped in a cloth (to
prevent scratching the paint) you can
clean the seam gap.

There is a cure to keep this from
happening again! You can take your
fingers a feel a fairly large gap
between the fender and the inner
fender above the seam. Closed cell
foam can be used to fill this gap
without being seen. Be sure to use
closed cell and not open cell because
you don’t want it to absorb water.
Tear off several strips and stuff into
this gap. The foam that | used was
adhesive backed but it isn’t
necessary. Don’t overdo it just
enough to fill the gap. Foam is
available at Lowes, Ace Hardware,
etc.

Twenty 1986 Corvettes were sent to Lotus in
England to be converted into LT5 powered
prototypes for the ZR1 project.

1996 Grand Sports: There is a small area
behind the hatch roof and in front of the panel
that attaches to the rear window that is taped,
not painted. It is 1" long and the tape is about
18" wide. This change was early in production.
The purpose is to eliminate a problem area in
the paint booth during manufacturing. 1996
Grand Sports: The Grand Sport's stripe is not
the same width all the way back. It gets wider
as it goes up the hood, and the top is narrower,
and then it gets somewhat wider in the back
end.

In 1986, Corvette offered the "Malcolm Konner
Commemorative Edition" with two
transmissions. A manual 4-speed and an
automatic. Only 20 4-speed manual
transmissions were installed at the factory.

In 1987 you could buy a Corvette without an
engine installed by the factory.

A total of 30,632 Corvettes were produced in
1987. 184 of these Corvettes were Callaways,
and 121 of the Callaway's were coupes.

1982 and 1987 Corvettes had something in
common, 16 exterior colors were available.

The last year a CB radio was offered as a
Corvette option was 1985.

In 1988 a thirty-fifth anniversary edition
Corvette package was available for coupes
only. It featured a two tone exterior of white
with black roof bow, white leather seats,
