What Is the National Corvette Museum and

Why Should | Care?

What is the NCM?

Not many margues have their own national automobile museum.
The Chevrolet Corvette, Americads
marques that has its very own national museum.

The National Corvette Museum (NCM), located in Bowling Green,
Kentucky, is a wonderful site where Corvette enthusiasts can view
over 80 superb examples of 1953 through current models of the
Corvette.

The NCM and the adjoining Motorsports Park is a non  -profit
organization that is operated by a competent staff of over 100
employees, including museum director Wendell Strode and
membership services manager, Stephanie Morrill.

The museum has a paid staff of around 16 personnel, and is
augmented by Corvette Clubs and individual Corvette enthusiasts
volunteering hundreds of hours doing everything from lawn
maintenance to cleaning the Corvette displays.

The museumds mission statement spe
enthusiastically provides for the Corvette enthusiast. It states:

1. Promote the restoration, preservation, and conservation of
Americads only true sports car.

2. Be a repository of, and preserve, printed technical

materials and historical information on the Corvette automobile.

3. Enhance the knowledge of the general public regarding

the design, development, construction, and history of the Corvette
automobile.

4, Provide information to the general public, collectors, and
automobile historians about the Corvette automobile.
5. Provide a facility to house and display the Corvette

automobile for public exhibition, and for research in the areas of
automotive sciences and automobile mechanics.

6. Provide historical literature and memorabilia on the
Corvette automobile, from its development to the present day, for
the general public and collectors.

Why Should | Care?
Since it opened in November of 1994, the National Corvette
Museum has been The Place to hold National Corvette events.
Every generation of the Corvette, from the wonderful solid -axle
model s (which owners affectionatel
t hrough the oShar ko model s and i nt
model, all enjoy get -togethers at the NCM.
Il n addition, Corvette clubs withi
volunteer to meet at the NCM and volunteer their time doing many
tasks that Wendell and his staff do not have the time, nor extra
dollars in the budget to complete.
While the NCM is not budgeted by General Motors, the Corvette
Assembly Plant, located just a half a mile from the NCM, does
donate a new Corvette each year for the museum to raffle off and
supplement the operating budget of the museum.
But, without the deep commitment of Corvette enthusiasts, both
in volunteer hours and monetary support, the NCM would have to
struggle even harder to keep open the doors of this excellent and
recently expanded establishment

earl i est convenience. | f youdve no
the Corvette displays are routinely changed. Corvette owners
around the United States often loan their rare models for display in
the museum for six to twelve month periods.

Every Corvette enthusiast should seriously consider joining the
NCM. The costs are reasonable and go directly to the operation of
this wonderful tribute to our favorite automobile.
